Future Funding As | write, we are assessing the possible impact of the Coalition Government’s recent
budget and cost cutting measures. The implications for schools will become clearer in the Autumn and | will try to
keep everyone involved with the school informed. It is likely that there will be difficult choices to be made about
the curriculum and how we manage the school.

Academy Status You may be aware that the Coalition Government have introduced a bill to allow more
schools to become “Academies”. Academy status offers greater freedom to schools and some extra funding.
However, there are also greater responsibilities for Governors and Staff. In the first instance, the Government has
opened the opportunity to become an Academy to schools graded as ‘Outstanding’ by OFSTED. Tewkesbury
School is currently graded a ‘good’ school so we are not eligible from next September. We have registered our
interest in order to be informed about the process.
